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 Eliminate standing water in buckets, puddles, etc. 

 Fix leaky faucets and outdoor hoses that are dripping water. 

 Treat bromeliads and other plants that hold water. 

 Clean your gutters so water runs freely. 

 Repair screens so water runs freely. 

 Dispose of old tires.  

 Protect yourself by applying insect repellent when you’re  

outdoors.  

 Clothing, such as long pants, long sleeves, shirts, and socks  

can help protect from bites.  

 Avoid activities in areas with an abundance of mosquitoes,  

and going outdoors at dawn and dusk when mosquitos are  
most active.

To receive hearing notifications for specific bills or  

resolutions enter the bill number (e.g. "HB123") in the column on the left and click "Add." You can do this for any  

number of bills. To receive hearing notices for a specific committee go to the column on the right that lists the  

committees and check off the ones that you're interested in.  

 

To submit testimony for a bill, scroll to the bottom of a hearing page for instructions. You may submit testimony online, 

by fax, or in person. If you are unavailable to submit testimony contact the chair of the committee to give your support or opposition for a bill.
