o $2,642,388.00 for construction to develop subsistence agricultural lots in Honomi.

e $750,000 to finance design for improvements at Honoka‘a Elementary and Honoka‘a
Intermediate and High School to comply with current ADA standards.

o $400,000 for architectural barrier removal at Honoka‘a Intermediate and High
School.

o $300,000 for architectural barrier removal at Honoka‘a Elementary School.
