Measures that will be taken up by the Senate include the
following:

e SB 331—increases the minimum wage over a 3 year
period

e SB 106—appropriats funds for programs and services
supporting the elderly

¢ SB 1095—establishes an early education program

e SB 1083—controls school bus vendor costs for school
children

Measures that have stalled in its referred committees and
therefore will not make it to a floor vote include the sugar
beverage tax, a Constitutional Amendment to reserve
marriage between a man and a woman, and legalizing
marijuana for recreational use.
