Poi Dogs & Popoki (PDP) was organized in 2009 with a mission to help pets and their
people. Although operating primarily as an animal rescue organization, PDP has also
provided the public with access to affordable veterinary care including spay and neuter
— a key strategy to reduce pet overpopulation and the euthanasia of healthy, adoptable
animals. In 2012, PDP secured a lease of 5 acres of land in west Oahu which was
previously used for poultry farming. In 2019, the land was bought by PDP’s Board
President to further the mission of PDP, provide a site to care for abandoned and stray
animals, and utilize the property to financially sustain the work of the nonprofit.

2. The goals and objectives related to the request
PDP is seeking a state CIP grant to improve the infrastructure of agricultural land for

agricultural use by local farmers committed to contributing to Oahu’s food security and
sustainability goals. This grant would ensure the availability of systemic farming

solutions at an affordable price. Revenue from the lease would secondarily provide PDP
with funding to sustain the important animal welfare work of the nonprofit. PDP has
received a number of inquiries over the past 10 years from entrepreneurs that lack
access to affordable leases with the necessary infrastructure to support start up
initiatives including:

« Ultilities — water (potable available), waste water and electricity (to be
installed)

e Energy — opportunity for renewable energy

« Location — conveniently located with a private road and near public
transportation

+ Farm buildings on the property (large and small) — for processing, storage

and other agricultural uses such as sun and shade crops

Housing — a dwelling option to allow farmers to live on the land

Objective 1: Repair the chain link fencing surrounding the property to reduce
agricultural theft and ensure the safety of farmers, their workers, and their investment.

Objective 2: Repair the roof and replace screening of two (2) barns equal to almost
25,000 sf. of space.

Objective 3: Grub and level property and remove haole koa and kiawe trees that
interfere with farming activity.

Objective 4: Install and expand utilities including water, electricity and waste water to
ensure farmers have tools to support successful growing alternatives.

Objective 5: Lay gravel and mulch to allow convenient and safe access by farmers,
workers, and heavy equipment.

Objective 6: Install PV panels on roofs of barns to provide affordable and renewable
energy.

3. The public purpose and need to be served.

Hawaii has a food security goal to grow 30 percent of its own food by 2030, but future
farmers face many insurmountable challenges to entering the profession and much of
that is financial. The USDA estimates that 8% of Hawaii’s population is food insecure,
though the Hawaii Department of Health puts the percentage much higher: 16.7% for
the general population and 35.7% for Native Hawaiians, which equates to about
237,000 people who don’t have access to healthy food. In cases of disruption, the state
estimates it has only enough food to feed the population for five to seven days. Hawaii
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Applicant Poi Dogs & Popoki

has been complacent in addressing potential catastrophic events that could leave the
state stranded. Research from the climate science community shows that as climate
change advances, storms will become more frequent and more severe which
complicates our ability to feed our people during a disaster.

Data from a 2017 Hawaii state agricultural census shows that the total number of
Hawaii farms rose from 7,000 in 2012 to 7,328 in 2017, with the greatest increase
coming from small farms between one to nine acres. But to grow Hawaii's agricultural
base requires significant capital investment. If Hawaii hopes to achieve greater food
sustainability, the state needs to focus on increasing local agricultural production
including meats, dairy, and value-added products. Agriculture has the ability and
opportunity to help revitalize our economy by putting fallow ag land into production,

creating jobs for young farmers, and feeding kama'aina as well as visitors our locally
grown food.

4. Describe the target population to be served.

New, young agricultural entrepreneurs need access to affordable, ready-to-farm
agricultural lands with longer term leases so that they area able to build their investment
and assess possible changes to their business plan across a longer time frame. Lease
property that enables them to immediately begin production with little or no
infrastructure costs provides an opportunity for success and profitability not otherwise
realized when land is vacant, without utilities, and has little or no covered area for
equipment or working animals. Large, covered steel structures on the property ensures
access to manufacturing opportunities on site and supports development of added-
value products, a tactic often unavailable and missing in start-up business plans. And
unlike other leases from large landowners, this property also provides farmers with an
onsite dwelling unit (2 bedroom/1 bath) thereby avoiding expensive housing rental as
well as transportation costs to/from the farm.

5, Describe the geographic coverage.

This agricultural property is located in Nanakuli valley on the island of Oahu. Future
farmers seeking access to affordable, long term leases will have convenient access to
the site which is just one-mile from Farrington Hwy. Agricultural commodities grown and
prepared at the farm will have ease of distribution across the island of Oahu — to
farmers markets, restaurants, and third party distributors. Labor is often one of the
greatest challenges that new farmers face but the property is just a hundred yards from
a bus stop which provides workers with reliable transportation alternatives.

PDP board members and volunteers will provide administrative and project
management support. PDP will also work with local farm bureaus to identify potential
farm lessees including farmers interested in hydroponics, eggs (duck and geese), and
orchards (papaya, mango, avocado). Due to new and innovative advancements in
agriculture, there may be other farmers expressing interest in leasing the land.

PDP Board President, Alicia Maluafiti, has been working in the agricultural industry
since 2007, advocating on behalf of farmers statewide to ensure their right to farm. She
has first hand knowledge and experience with the barriers that farmers face that
negatively impact their viability. As a member of the South County Farm Bureau on
Oahu, Maluafiti has relationships with farmers from various commodity groups including
floraculture, papaya, aquaculture, and livestock, as well as the Hawaii Farm Bureau
Federation and county farm bureaus on other islands. She is currently on contract with
the Biotechnology Innovation Organization and CropLife America, and previously
worked for the Hawaii Crop Improvement Association.

2 Facilities

PDP Board President Alicia Maluafiti purchased the agricultural land in 2019 but it has
not been actively used for farming since the early 1990s. Formerly a poultry farm, the
property has a joint development conditional use permit and includes four (4) chicken
coops totaling almost 40,000 square feet as well as two (2) dwellings. Since purchasing
the property, Maluafiti has been approached multiple times by farmers asking if it was
available for lease. While most expressed interest in moving forward, the property
required infrastructure improvements and farmers lacked the necessary capital. While
potable water is available, electricity is not. A new meter is installed but is awaiting
direction from HECO. The chicken coops are steel structures and very strong, but they
all need new roofs and screens or siding. The property is overgrown with California
grass and kiawe and needs to be grubbed to provide a farmer with a more suitable area
to grow crops or vegetables or even trees. Between the outdoor and indoor areas, a
farmer would have many growing options and opportunities including hydroponics.
While ag theft continues to be a concern, repairing the existing chain link fence will help
ensure the safety of the farm, its products, and its workers.

The applicant shall provide a plan for sustaining after fiscal year 2023-24 the activity
funded by the grant if the grant of this application is:

(a) Received by the applicant for fiscal year 2023-24, but
(b) Not received by the applicant thereafter.

This CIP will ensure appropriate use of PDPs agricultural lands which will generate
revenue that will in turn be used to further PDPs mission. PDP is committed to
addressing Hawaii's food insecurity challenges and providing farmers with access to an
affordable long term lease. The land is intended to remain under the management of
PDP in perpetuity so that both farmers and animal lovers will realize the rewards of this
mutually beneficial arrangement.
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
