Your Committee finds that Hawaii already has sister-state
relations with entities in the Greater China region, including
Guangdong and Hainan. Your Committee further finds that on
October 21, 2021, the mayors of Honolulu and Fuzhou, the capital
city of Fujian province, established a sister-city relationship.
Your Committee therefore finds that this measure seeks to
encourage the next steps in establishing sister-state relations
between Hawaiil and Fujian Province.
