Hawaii Korean-U.S. Citizens League was established in the early 2010s and gained
recognition as a 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization by the IRS in 2013. Over the last
eleven years, HKUSCL has been actively involved in the State of Hawaii, particularly in
the main Honolulu area, conducting a variety of successful voter registration drives. Its
members and directors, most of whom are fluent in both English and Korean, position
their organization uniquely to assist a broad range of eligible U.S. citizens in Hawaii
registering and voting in U.S. elections. It has operated entirely on a volunteer basis,
with no paid positions. Financially, it has been supported through private donations from
its members and various private groups.

2. The goals and objectives related to the request;

The primary goals of HKUSCL are twofold and non-partisan, firstly, to encourage as
many eligible US citizen in Hawaii as possible to register and participate in both local
and federal elections; secondly, to enhance and support this aim, they offer
complimentary naturalization courses and guidance in applying for US citizenship.
Achieving citizenship is just the beginning as HKUSCL passionately advocates for newly
naturalized individuals to actively register and vote. They organize numerous seminars
and lectures, providing unique opportunities for political figures to engage with
previously unreached communities. Additionally, HKUSCL hosts educational seminars
aimed at fostering greater political awareness and involvement.

3. The public purpose and need to be served;

HKUSCL is supported by a dedicated group of volunteers who are passionately
committed to enhancing voter registration and participation in the State of Hawaii. This
effort is seen as a crucial step towards realizing and strengthening the promise of a
democratic political system in the United State.

HKUSCL is inclusive and does not discriminate based on ethnicity, religion, or national
origin, welcoming everyone to avail of their services. However, given that a majority of
their members are fluent in Korean, they find themselves particularly well-equipped to

engage with Korean American residing efficiently and effectively in the State of Hawaii.

While there are no specific geographic limitations in the State of Hawaii, our primary
focus is on the Honolulu area, mainly due to constraints in funding and available
manpower.

HKUSCL organizes voter registration initiatives and educational seminars primarily in
the Honolulu metropolitan area, targeting various supermarkets for these activities. Key
locations include the Keeaumoku, Kalakaua, and Kalihi areas. Additionally, its
volunteers make concerted efforts to visit Korean churches, recognizing them as vital
centers for community gathering and social interaction.

HKUSCL also conducted the Hawaii Census and sponsored the HPD Recruitment
information meets lecture program.

12-month period: HKUSCL provides once-weekly naturalization training
sessions throughout the year, with each class accommodating 10- to 15
students. This training is designed to help participants successfully pass the
U.S. citizenship test.

April - June: HKUSCL plans to conduct a seminar focusing on the voting
process and voter rights, specifically tailored for the Korean American
community.

July - October: The objective is to register as many U.S. citizens living in the
State of Hawaii as possible for local and federal elections.

November - March: HKUSCL aims to launch citizenship campaigns, which
include offering complimentary naturalization courses and assistance with the
U.S. naturalization process to help individuals acquire U.S. citizenship.

HKUSCL maintains a strong collaboration relationship with both the Hawaii state
election office and the U.S. immigration service’s community outreach in
Hawaii. The organization has years of experience working alongside these
entities, who are well-acquainted with HKUSCL’s dedication to enhancing
electoral participation. Furthermore, HKUSCL benefits from the guidance of
experienced attorneys specializing in immigration law. These legal experts
provide essential advice on the processes and qualifications required for

successfully navigating the U.S. naturalization process.

Additionally, HKUSCL
benefits from practical insights and advice on ethical practices and proper conduct,
offered by a former councilor experienced in these matters.
