1774, H.D. 2, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO MISSING PERSONS,”

The purpose of this measure is to require and appropriate
funds for the Department of Law Enforcement to develop and
implement a Silver Alert Program to help locate and safeguard
missing persons who are sixty years of age or older, cognitively
impaired, or developmentally disabled.
