The purpose of this measure is to require the counties to
issue affordable housing credits for affordable housing units that
are constructed under the various programs of the Hawaii Housing
Finance and Development Corporation.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Hawai’i Association of REALTORS; Hawai’i YIMBY; ‘Ikenãkea
Development LLC; American Savings Bank; Maui Chamber of Commerce;
NAIOP Hawaii; Form Partners, LLC; and two individuals. Your
Committee received testimony in opposition to this measure from
the Office of Housing and Community Development of the County of
Hawai’i; Department of Planning and Permitting of the City and
County of Honolulu; and Office of Housing of the City and County
of Honolulu. Your Committee received comments on this measure
from the Department of the Attorney General; Hawaii Housing
Finance and Development Corporation; and Office of Planning and
Sustainable Development.

Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. No.
1170, S.D. 2, H.D. 1, and recommends that it pass Third Reading.
