Your Committee on Judiciary & Hawaiian Affairs, to which was
referred S.B. No. 2832, S.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO THE TRAFFIC CODE,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to specify that the counties
may issue traffic infractions for violations of any law
prohibiting or restricting the stopping, standing, or parking of
vehicles on highways.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Office of the Mayor of the County of Maui; County of
Hawai’i Office of the Prosecuting Attorney; one member of the Maui
County Council; and Ulupono Initiative.

Your Committee finds that this measure ensures that counties
are able to issue traffic infractions wherever vehicles are
stopping, standing, or parking and creating an unsafe environment
on state or county roadways.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Changing the effective date to July 1, 3000, to
encourage further discussion; and
