During this session, HB2510 HD2 SD1 CD1,
relating to income, passed through the Legislature and is being transmitted to the Governor for final approval. This measure
incrementally increases our State’s minimum wage and tip credit.

Establishes the Hawai'i Retirement Savings Program, administered by the Hawai'i Retirement Savings Board, in consultation with the Department
of Labor and Industrial Relations and Department of Budget and Finance, to provide a state-facilitated payroll-deduction individual retirement
savings plan to private sector employees who do not have access to employer-sponsored retirement savings plans beginning on an
implementation date to be determined by the board.
