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Department of Law Enforcement to receive accreditation from
Commission on Accreditation for Law Enforcement Agencies, Inc.
This measure will help the Department of Law Enforcement obtain
and maintain accreditation with the ultimate goal of enhancing
public safety in Hawaii.

Your Committee has amended this measure by making technical,
nonsubstantive amendments for the purposes of clarity,
consistency, and style.
