Your Committee on Transportation, to which was referred H.B.
No. 2526 entitled:

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO MOTOR VEHICLES,"
begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to increase penalties for
certain offenses relating to the operation of a vehicle without a
license.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from Ward Village Moms and two individuals.

Your Committee finds that there is a need for a more
delineated level of punishment for persons convicted of operating
a vehicle without a license, particularly for habitual offenders.
Your Committee specifically notes the concerns raised in testimony
that current practice appears to allow unlicensed drivers to drive
away after being pulled over by law enforcement. This pattern of
conduct by law enforcement continues to put the safety of the
public at risk.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Changing the effective date to July 1, 3000, to
encourage further discussion; and
