The purpose of this measure is to request the Hawaii
Emergency Management Agency to install a new emergency siren in
upper Pacific Palisades, Oahu, to increase emergency management
protections.

Your Committee finds that it is often difficult, if not
impossible, for certain community members in the Pacific Palisades
area to hear the emergency siren. Your Committee finds that on
numerous occasions, the Pearl City Neighborhood Board has sought
the support of Hawaii's emergency management agencies to resolve
this issue but has yet to receive proper assistance. Your
Committee further finds that placing a new siren in upper Pacific
Palisades would resolve this issue and promote public safety.

Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of H.R. No. 73 and
recommends that it be referred to your Committee on Finance.
