The purpose of this measure is to establish advisory boards,
focused on workforce development, for the Agribusiness Development
Corporation, Hawaii Technology Development Corporation, and
Natural Energy Laboratory of Hawaii Authority.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Department of Labor and Industrial Relations; Department
of Business, Economic Development, and Tourism; Agribusiness
Development Corporation; Hawaii Technology Development
Corporation; Local Food Coalition; Hawai‘i Farmers Union United;
Hawai‘i Farm Bureau; and Hawaii Food+ Policy.

Your Committee finds that establishing advisory boards to
support departmental and agency initiatives through identifying
workforce needs and improving the coordination and alignment with
business, community partners, and other government agencies will
greatly assist in developing and creating opportunities to expand
the workforce in critical areas of future need.

(1) Amending the composition of the advisory board
established within the Agribusiness Development
Corporation; and

(2} Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for the
purposes of clarity, consistency, and style.
