general fund expenditure ceiling for 2024-2025.

HB 2248 RELATING TO BEACH MANAGEMENT ON THE NORTH WAL/HET, FIN
Status SHORE OF OAHU.

Appropriates funds to the university of Hawaii sea grant college

program to develop a north shore beach management plan for the north

shore of Oahu from Sunset point to the Kapo‘o (Sharks Cove) area.

Appropriates funds.
