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HOUSE BILL 371, HD1
RELATING TO CAMPAIGN CONTRIBUTIONS

Chair Rhoads, Vice Chair Gabbard, and members of the committee, thank you for the opportunity
to submit testimony on House Bill 371, HD1. The State Procurement Office (SPO) appreciates
the intent and provides the following comments on this bill, which specifies when it is unlawful for
officers and any immediate family member of any state or county contractor to make any
contribution to any candidate committee or noncandidate committee or to any candidate or to any
person for any political purpose or use. It also specifies when it shall be unlawful to receive funds
on a contract through legislation, and requires the Campaign Spending Commission to publish
the names of the state and county contractors and grantees, and their officers and adult
immediate family members, on its website, as reported by the state and county agencies.

SPO comments on Section 2, page 5, lines 3-10, which requires each state and county agency
to report to the commission the names of any state or county contractor or grantee and the names
of the contractor’s and grantee’s officers and adult immediate family members.

For the purposes of assessing compliance with this section, the state or county agency
shall provide the information to the commission. The commission shall periodically publish
the information on its website.

The SPO recommends that bill clarify whether this reporting requirement would apply to ALL
contracts, regardless of the dollar value or method of procurement. If so, the overall report will be
extensive. Currently, the Executive branch departments post awards on the Hawaii Awards and
Notices Database System for any award $2,500 or greater. In FY 2023, Executive branch
agencies reported approximately 3,000 awards. In FY 2024, agencies reported approximately
2,700 awards. This data is primarily from the Executive branch agencies and does not include the
other 21 government jurisdictions.
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Requiring agencies to collect, record, and submit a report for every contract, regardless of
threshold or method of procurement, will be an administrative burden. Also, compliance with this
statutory requirement would likely necessitate additional resources, such as an online database,
which would enhance efficiency, accuracy, data integrity, and compliance.

The SPO recommends that the bill only applies to contracts procured over the small purchase
threshold, (HRS 103D-305, $100,000 for goods and services, $250,000 for construction), and for
the following methods of procurement: professional services, HRS 103D-304; competitive sealed
bids, HRS 103D-302; or competitive sealed proposals, HRS 103D-303.

The SPO provides reference to the Procurement Code under Hawaii Revised Statutes (HRS)
103D-101- Requirements of ethical public procurement. In addition to public employees
conducting themselves in ethical procurement practice, HRS 103D-101(b) mandates any actual
or prospective bidder, offeror, or business to also act in good faith and practice purchasing ethics,
and when applicable, display business integrity as a responsible offeror through public
procurement processes.

Thank you for the opportunity to testify on this bill.! The Campaign Spending
Commission (“Commission’) supports this bill.

This bill amends Hawaii Revised Statutes (“HRS™) §11-355 by extending the ban on
contributions from state and county contractors to the officers of the contractor and their
immediate family. It is common for contractors, the Commission believes, to get around the ban
by having those persons connected to the contractor make political contributions. A few of these
situations also involved false name contributions where the contributors were reimbursed for
their contributions. The bill also extends the ban to HRS Chapter 42F grantees of the state and
grantees of the counties via county charter or code, and the officers of the grantee and their
immediate family. Grantees, similar to contractors, receive state and local funds and thus should
be treated similarly in the context of political contributions. This bill will prevent the corruption,
or at least the appearance of corruption, of elected officials.

This bill also requires each state and county agency to report to the commission the
names of any state or county contractor or grantee and the names of the contractor’s and
grantee’s officers and adult immediate family members which the Commission will periodically

The Commission is in discussion with and working with the State
Procurement Office and the Department of the Attorney General in developing the mechanics for
this to occur.

The Commission requests that this committee pass this measure, as amended.

Chair Rhoads, Vice Chair Gabbard, and Committee Members: The League of Women
Voters of Hawaii strongly supports HB371 HD1, which would 1)extend the prohibition
on campaign contributions by contractors to apply to state or county grantees; 2)extend
the prohibition on campaign contributions by contractors/grantees to the officers and
immediate family members of the contractor/grantee; 3)prohibit state or county grantees
from soliciting contributions; 4)require the return of illegal contributions to the
contributor;5)escheat any illegal contribution not returned within 30 days, to the Hawaii
Election Campaign Fund (HECF); and 6)require grantees/contractors to disclose the
names of owners, officers and immediate family members.

To save time for readers already familiar with the analysis of Campaign Spending
Commission (CSC) data published in the New York Times (NYT) in 2024, | give a brief
statement of the basis for LWV-HI support of each of the 6 items. | refer readers to the
NYT article (link on p.2 below) for more detailed data.

1) The same considerations of pay-to-play apply to grantees as to contractors.

2) Since 2006 - the year the pay-to-play law (HRS 11-355) was implemented -
people tied to government contractors have given state and local Hawaii politicians more
than $24 million: about one-fifth of all donations made. Most often, these donations
were given to politicians with the most power to determine contract awards. HRS 11-355
is undermined by contributions from officers, employees, and their families. HB371 HD1
would restore the intent of HRS 11-355.

3) When grantees solicit contributions to politicians, those contributions may be
bundled by the grantee or otherwise identified as tied to the grantee, such as by
thanking the politician for the grant award or expressing the benefit of the award.

4) and 5) Returning illegal contributions to the contributor within 30 days, or, failing
that, escheating the money to the appropriate state agency, is standard practice across
campaign finance regulations. The money added to HECF funds will help offset the
expenses of monitoring contributions by contractor officers and their immediate families.
6) One weakness in implementation of HRS 11-355 is that CSC staff often don’t know
the identities of a contractor’s officers and their immediate families. HB371 HD1 cures
this problem.

By
removing a conflict of interest, this bill makes our elections more fair and transparent. It also
builds trust by making sure contractors and grantees stay focused on their work without any
perception of political strings attached.
