Authorizes the Agribusiness Development Corporation to 
acquire by condemnation any real property or interest in real 
property, including real property already devoted to public use, 
for the purposes of Chapter 163D, HRS.  Requires the 
Agribusiness Development Corporation to make a determination 
that the property is necessary for the corporation's immediate or 
future use.  Prohibits real property acquired by condemnation 
from being subsequently transferred or taken for any other 
public use without the consent of the Agribusiness Development 
Corporation.
