RELATING TO CANCER.

Appropriates funds to the University of Hawaii Cancer Center to
conduct a multiethnic cohort study focusing on the social
determinants of health, lifestyles, environmental exposures, and
resilience factors of Native Hawaiians, Pacific Islanders, and
Filipinos, including an analysis of the health effects and risks of
individuals living in close proximity to landfills in Nanakuli, Oahu.
Requires the University of Hawaii Cancer Center to seek federal
funding to complete the study. Effective 7/1/3000. (HD1)
