ACT 202 H.B. NO. 1321

A Bill for an Act Relating to the Hawaii Meat Inspection Act.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. Section 159-29, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by
amending subsection (c) to read as follows:

“(c) This chapter requiring inspection of meat or meat products shall not
apply to operations of types traditionally and usually conducted at retail stores
and restaurants, when conducted at any retail store or restaurant or similar
retail-type establishment for sale at the establishment in normal retail quantities
or service of meat or meat products to consumers, provided that the preparation,
handling, and storage of meat or meat products is conducted in accordance with
the sanitary conditions as the board may prescribe. For the purpose of this
section an operation of a type traditionally and usually conducted at a restaurant
or similar retail type establishment shall include caterers who deliver or serve
meat products in normal retail quantities to consumers and restaurants which
operate centralized kitchen facilities servicing their branch establishments where
meat or meat products are served in normal retail quantities to consumers
provided that only meat or meat products which have been inspected and passed
under the provisions of this chapter shall be used in the preparation of meat or
meat products by caterers or at a centralized kitchen facility.”

SECTION 2. New statutory material is underscored. In printing this Act,
the revisor of statutes need not include the underscoring.*

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
