ACT 224 S.B. NO. 2545-78

A Bill for an Act Relating to Probation.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. Section 706-624, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by
amending subsection (3) to read as follows:

“(3) When the court sentences a person who has been convicted of a mis-
demeanor to be placed on probation, it may require him to serve a term of im-
prisonment not exceeding six months as an additional condition of its order.
When the court sentences a person who has been convicted of a felony to be
placed on probation, it may require him to serve a term of imprisonment not
exceeding one year as an additional condition of its order. The court may order
that the term of imprisonment be served intermittently.”

SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed. New material
is underscored. In printing this Act, the revisor of statutes need not include the
brackets, the bracketed material, or the underscoring.*

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
