ACT104 S.B. NO. 2770-80 

A Bill for an Act Relating to Tourism. 

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii: 

SECTION 1. Section 203-2, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended to read as 
follows: 

"Sec. 203-2 Terms and conditions of contract. The contract entered into 
with the Hawaii Visitors Bureau shall contain the following terms and conditions: 

(1) That the Hawaii Visitors Bureau shall receive any complaints relating to
tourist activities from any person who files complaints with the Hawaii
Visitors Bureau, shall make a monthly report to the department of planning
and economic development and shall make these complaints available for
the inspection of all interested parties.

(2) That no employee or officer of the department of planning and economic
development shall serve as a member of the Hawaii Visitors Bureau execu­
tive board."

SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed. New material is 
underscored.* 

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
