ACT 147 S.B. NO. 2157-80

A Bill for an Act Relating to the Uniform Controlled Substances Act.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. Section 329-34, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by
amending subsection (a) to read:

“(a) A registration under section 329-33 to manufacture, distribute, or dispense
a controlled substance may be suspended or revoked by the department upon a finding
that the regiswant:
(1) Has furnished false or fraudulent material information in any application
filed under this chapter;
(2) Has been convicted of a felony under any State or Federal law relating to
any controlled substance;
(3) Has had his federal registration suspended or revoked to manufacture,
distribute, prescribe or dispense controlled substances; or
(4) Has had his state license to practice his profession suspended or revoked by
the applicable governing state board.”

SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed. New statutory
material is underscored. *

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
