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A Bill for an Act Relating to the Office of Hawaiian Affairs. 

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii: 

H.B. NO. 9 

SECTION I. Purpose. The purpose of this Act is to make an appropriation to 
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ensure the continuing operation and effectiveness of the office of Hawaiian affairs. 

SECTION 2. Appropriation. There is appropriated out of the general 
revenues of the State of Hawaii the sum of $415,466, or so much thereof as may be 
necessary for fiscal year 1981-1982, to carry out the purposes of this Act, including 
the funding of up to thirty-two positions and a protocol fund of $5,000. The sum 
appropriated shall be expended by the office of Hawaiian affairs. 

SECTION 3. Matching funds. The appropriation made in Section 2 of this 
Act shall be matched on a one-to-one. basis by the office of Hawaiian affairs. 

SECTION 4. Effective date. This Act shall take effect on July 1, 1981.
