ACT 125 H.B. NO. 1103 

A Bill for an Act Relating to the Uniform Controlled Substances Act. 
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii: 

SECTION · 1. Section 329-16, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by 
amending subsection (c) to read as follows: 

"(c) Any of the following opiates, including their isomers, esters, ethers, salts, 
and salts of isomers, whenever the existence of these isomers, esters, ethers, and salts 
is possible within the specific chemical designation: 

( I) Alphaprodine;
(2) Anileridine;

[(3) Apomorphine;
(4)] ill Bezitramide;
( 4) Bulk Dextropropoxyphene (nondosage form)
(5) Dihydrocodeine;
(6) Diphenoxylate;
(7) Fentanyl;
(8) Isomethadone;
(9) Levomethorphan;

(10) Levorphanol;
( 11) Metazocine;
(12) Methadone;
(13) Methadone-Intermediate, 4-cyano-2-dimethylamino-4, 4-diphenyl

butane;
(14) Moramide-Intermediate, 2-methyl-3-morpholino- l ,  1-diphenyl-

propane-carboxylic acid;
( 15) Pethidine;
( 16) Pethidine-Intermediate-A, 4-cyano-1-methyl=.4-phenylpiperidine;
( 17) Pethidine-Intermediate-B, ethyl-4-phenylpiperidine [;]-4-carboxylate;
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( 18) Pethidine-Intermediate-C, l -methyl-4-phenylpiperidine-4-carboxylic
acid;

- ( 19) Phenazocine;
(20) Piminodine;
(21) Racemethorphan;
(22) Racemorphan."

SECTION 2. Section 329-16, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by
amending subsection (f) to read as follows: 

"(f) Any material, compound, mixture, or preparation which contains any 
quantity of the following substances having a degree of danger or probable danger 
associated with a stimulant effect on the central nervous system: 

(1) Phenmetrazine and its salts;
(2) Phenylacetone (P2P);

[(2)] (3) Methylphenidate." 

SECTION 3. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed. New material is 
underscored. 

SECTION 4. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
