ACT 127 H.B. NO. 1108

A Bill for an Act Relating to Leahi Hospital.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:
SECTION 1. Section 323-6, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended to read:

“§323-6 Transfer of employees; management of hospital, University of
Hawaii programs, etc., cooperation. The employees of Leahi Hospitalemployed on
July 1, 1976, are transferred to the department of health and shall thereafter be state
employees and enjoy all of the rights, privileges, and benefits and be subject to the
duties and responsibilities of employees of the State.

The department shall operate and manage Leahi Hospitaland performall acts
necessary or convenient to such management and control. All acts heretofore per-
formed in this connection by the university are hereby ratified and confirmed.

Nothing in this section shall affect in any way the educational, training, and
research programs and activities of the University of Hawaii at Leahi Hospital.

The department of health and the University of Hawaii shall, pursuant to con-
tract or informal agreement, cooperate in arrangements appropriate to their respec-
tive jurisdictions and functions at Leahi Hospital.

Any other law to the contrary notwithstanding, Leahi Hospital shall place its
revenues and all other moneys collected or acquired or made available for the use of
the hospital into a special fund to be used for the payment of its lawful expenditures.”

SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed.*

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval
