ACT 23 H.B. NO. 1736

A Bill for an Act Relating to Real Estate.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. Section 467-9.6, Hawaii Revised Statutes, isamended to read as
follows:

“§467-9.6 Examination fee. Every applicant for a real estate examination
shall file an application with either the real estate commission or the testing service
agency designated by the real estate commission pursuant to rules of the commission
to provide the testing service. The application shall be in a form prescribed by the
- commission and only applicants satisfying the prerequisites for written examination,
as provided for in section 467-9.5 and the rules of the commission, shall be admitted
to the examination. Every application shall be accompanied by an examination fee
as determined by the commission by rules adopted pursuant to chapters 26 and 91.

Applicants may apply for real estate licenses in such manner as prescribed by
the commission.”
