ACT 157 

A Bill for an Act Relating to Minors. 

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii: 

H.B. NO. 402 

SECTION 1. Chapter 352, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by adding 
a new section to be appropriately designated and to read as follows: 

"§352- Public disclosure of information upon escape. The director, 
with the concurrence of the police, shall publicly disclose the name, the place of 
residence, a photograph, and the prior adjudications for offenses which, if the 
person were an adult, would be a felony, of any person who escapes while 
committed to the youth correctional facility; provided that the crime for which the 
person was committed involved the use of force or violence or the threat of force or 
violence, which is punishable as a felony." 

SECTION 2. New statutory material is underscored. 1

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
