ACT 49 S.B. NO. 907

A Bill for an Act Relating to Land Use.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. The purpose of this Act is to allow the land use commission to
charge a reasonable fee for the filing of boundary amendment petitions and petitions
for intervention to cover the cost of processing and for reproduction of maps and
documents. The Act further seeks to provide a penalty for parties to boundary
amendment proceedings who fail to appear at hearings without notice and reason.

SECTION 2. Chapter 205, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by adding
a new section to be appropriately designated and to read as follows:

“§205- Fees. The commission may establish reasonable fees for the filing
of boundary amendment petitions and petitions for intervention to cover the cost of
processing thereof and for the reproduction of maps and documents. The commis-
sion also may assess a reasonable fee or require reimbursements to be made for
inexcusable absence of a party from a boundary amendment proceeding. Any fees
collected shall be deposited to the credit of the general fund.”!
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SECTION 3. New material is underscored.

SECTION 4. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
