A Bill for an Act Relating to the National Guard. 

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii: 

S.B. NO. 117 

SECTION 1. St?ction 121-30, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended to read: 

"§121-30 Order to active service. In case of war, insurrection, invasion, 
riot, or imminent danger thereof, or any forcible obstruction to the execution of the 
laws, or reasonable apprehension thereof, or for assistance to civil authorities in 
disaster relief or civil defense, the governor may order the national guard or other 
component of the militia or any part thereof into active service. The governor or the 
governor's designated representative also may order the national guard into active 
service in non-emergency situations for duty and training in addition to the drill and 
instruction required by section 121-28." 

SECTION 2. New statutory material is underscored. 

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
