ACT 137 S.B. NO. 216

A Bill for an Act Relating to Intoxicating Liquor.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. Chapter 281, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by
adding a new section to be appropriately designated and to read as follows:

“§281- Practices to promote excessive consumption of liquor; pro-
hibited. (a) No person licensed to sell liquor for consumption on the prem-
1i.ses shall engage in practices which promote excessive consumption of
iquor.

(b) The liquor commission shall adopt rules pursuant to chapter 91 to
prohibit specific liquor promotion practices which promote excessive con-
sumption of liquor.

(c) Any person who violates this section or any rule adopted by the
commission pursuant to this chapter shall be guilty of a violation for each
separate offense. Each date of violation shall constitute a separate offense.”

SECTION 2. New statutory material is underscored.!
SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
