ACT 169 H.B. NO. 2048

A Bill for an Act Relating to Smoking.
Be“lt Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. Section 328K-1, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by
adding four new definitions to be appropriately inserted and to read as follows:

‘““‘Bar’’ means a place devoted to the serving of alcoholic beverages for
on-site consumption by patrons and where the service of food is only incidental to

the consumption of such beverages. A food service establishment may contain a
bar, but the term bar shall not include the dining area of a food service establishment.

“‘Dining area’’ means a location within a restaurant or food service estab-
lishment where meals are served.
“‘Incidental’’ means less than one third of gross sales of alcoholic beverages
as opposed to food sales. .
‘‘Meals’’ does not include snacks, pupus, hors d’oeuvres, or appetizers.”’

SECTION 2. New statutory material is underscored.

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
