Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. Chapter 5, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by adding a
new section to be appropriately designated and to read as follows:

¢¢§5- State bird. The nene (Branta sandwicensis), also known as the Ha-
waiian goose, is established and designated as the official bird of the State.”

SECTION 2. New statutory material is underscored.!

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
