ACT 269 S.B. NO. 2044

A Bill for an Act Relating to Calabash Cousins of Hawaii.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. The Legislature finds that only six individuals have been
designated Calabash Cousins to the people of Hawaii during the years in which
this award has been authorized by law. The first was designated in 1966, and the
last in 1969. No designations have been made in the past nineteen years. Accord-
ingly, the Legislature finds that the law authorizing the awards is now of limited
utility and should be repealed.

SECTION 2. Section 5-11, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is repealed.
SECTION 3. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed."

SECTION 4. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
