ACT 74 S.B. NO. 2795

A Bill for an Act Relating to Pharmacists and Pharmacy.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:
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SECTION 1. Section 461-6, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by amend-
ing subsection (a) to read as follows:

‘‘(a) Every applicant shall pass the National Association of Boards of Phar-
macy Licensure Examination (NABPLEX) with a score of not less than seventy-
five, the Federal Drug Law Examination (FDLE) with a score of not less than
seventy-five [per cent], and the state jurisprudence examination with a score of not
less than seventy-five [per cent].”’

SECTION 2. Section 461-7, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by amend-
ing subsection (a) to read as follows:

‘‘(a) An applicant for examination whois a registered pharmacist as specified
in section 461-5(b), may be granted a temporary license by the board; provided
that the person shall first pass the state jurisprudence examination with a score of
not less than seventy-five [per cent].”’

SECTION 3. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed.
SECTION 4. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
