ACT 186 S.B. NO. 1335

A Bill for an Act Relating to Revocation of Certificates.

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. Section 297-3, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended to read
as follows:

“§297-3 Certificates; revocation. The department of education may
revoke any certificate after issuance thereof when satisfied that the holder thereof
does not possess the qualifications mentioned in section 297-2, but in such case
the holder of the certificate shall first be given full opportunity to justify the hold-
ing of the certificate.

Upon revocation of the certificate, the department of education is authorized
to disclose the name, birthdate. social security number, and any other pertinent
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information about the former holder of the certificate related to the revocation for

the purpose of exchanging information under chapter 315 with other national or

state teacher certification agencies about school personnel who have had certifi-
cates revoked.”

SECTION 2. New statutory material is underscored.

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
