ACT 19 H.B. NO. 1678

A Bill for an Act Relating to Controlled Substance Registrations.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. Section 329-32, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by
amending subsection (a) to read as follows:

‘‘(a) Every person who manufactures, distributes, prescribes, or:dispenses
any controlled substance within this State or who proposes to engage in the
manufacture, distribution, prescription, or dispensing of any controlled substance
within this State, or who dispenses or proposes to dispense any controlled sub-
stance for use in this State by shipping, mailing, or otherwise delivering the con-
trolled substance from a location out of this State, must obtain [annually] a registra-
tion issued by the department of public safety in accordance with its rules. A
licensed or registered health care professional acting as the authorized agent of a
practitioner who administers controlled substances at the direction of a practitioner
is not required to obtain a registration.’’

SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed. New statutory
material is underscored.

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
