A Bill for an Act Relating to Statewide Traffic Code. 

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii: 

H.B. NO. 3581 

SECTION 1. Section 291C-194, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended to 
read as follows: 

"§291C-194 Driver's license required. (a) No person shall drive a moped 
unless the person: 
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(1) Possesses a valid driver's license of any category listed in section 286-
102 provided that if the person applies for a driver's license solely to
operate a moped, the person may use a moped to meet the licensing
requirements in section 286-102 and shall be licensed in the same
category as motor scooters. After meeting the licensing requirements,
the person shall also be licensed to operate motor scooters[.]; and

(2) Meets the requirements of section 286-105(3).
(b) The driver of a moped shall, upon the demand of a police officer, exhibit

the driver's driver's license or instruction permit. 
(c) Any person who is convicted of violating this section shall be subject to

penalties as provided under section 291C-16l(b) and (e)." 

SECTION 2. This Act does not affect rights and duties that matured, 
penalties that were incurred, and proceedings that were begun, before its effective 
date. 

SECTION 3. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed. New statutory 
material is underscored. 

SECTION 4. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
