ACT 5 H.B. NO. 815 

A Bill for an Act Relating to the Courts. 

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii: 

SECTION 1. Section 601-17, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended to read as 
follows: 

"[f]§601-17B] Use of credit and debit cards to pay for court costs, fees, 
expenses, and other charges. [All costs,] Costs, fees, [bail] bond forfeitures, fines, 
expenses, and other charges [which]1 that are due and owing to the courts may be 
paid by use of credit cards or debit cards acceptable to the administrative director of 
the courts[.]; provided that bail postings and driver's license and vehicle registration 
clearances shall be paid by cash only. A service fee may be paid by the courts for the 
use of a credit or debit card service.' ' 

SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed and stricken. 
New statutory material is underscored. 

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
