ACT 233 H.B. NO. 1968

A Bill for an Act Relating to Cigarettes.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. The legislature finds that reduced ignition propensity ciga-
rettes are expected to reduce accidental fires and related personal injury and
property damage caused by cigarette smoking.

The purpose of this Act is to appropriate funds for the implementation of
the reduced ignition propensity cigarette certification pursuant to section 132C-
4, Hawaii Revised Statutes.

SECTION 2. There is appropriated out of the temporary deposits ac-
count in the trust fund of the department of labor and industrial relations the
sum of $400,000 or so much thereof as may be necessary for fiscal year 2012-
2013 to be deposited to the credit of the reduced ignition propensity cigarette
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program special fund established pursuant to section 132C-9, Hawaii Revised
Statutes.

SECTION 3. There is appropriated out of the reduced ignition propensi-
ty cigarette program special fund the sum of $400,000 or so much thereof as may
be necessary for fiscal year 2012-2013 for the purpose of funding one full-time
administrator, one full-time assistant, and other costs of fulfilling the require-
ments of section 132C-4, Hawaii Revised Statutes.

The sum appropriated shall be expended by the department of labor and
industrial relations.

SECTION 4. This Act shall take effect on July 1, 2012.
