ACT 74 H.B. NO. 1246

A Bill for an Act Relating to Alternatives to Incarceration.
Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Hawaii:

SECTION 1. Section 353-10.5, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is amended by
amending subsection (d) to read as follows:

“(d) Asused in this section, “alternative programs” mean programs that
are created and funded by legislative appropriation or federal grant naming the
department of public safety or one of its operating agencies as the expending
agency and that are intended to provide an alternative to incarceration. Alterna-
tive programs may include:

(1) Home detention, curfew [using-eleetronic-monitoring-and-surveil-

fanee], or both;

(2) Supervised release, graduated release, furlough, and structured edu-

cational or vocational programs; [and]

(3) Similar programs created and designated as alternative programs by

the legislature or the director of public safety for inmates who do
not pose significant risks to the community[:]; and

(4) The use of electronic monitoring and surveillance.”

SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed and stricken.
New statutory material is underscored.

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect on July 1, 2017.
