Dear Chairs Souki and Oshiro: 

I am in favor of the Hawaii Superferry being able to sail immediately. I am John White of Honolulu, 
and have 2 voyages scheduled on the ship. The company has been very service oriented in working 
with me as each voyage was cancelled and I find their corporate responsibility to be exemplary. 
Even in transporting our Military and their families on recent appreciation cruises shows them to be a 
good corporate citizen. They are also smart enough to realize that if they were to go around slicing 
up whales that their ship would need dry-dock time and lose time in the water; and the public would 
not stand for that. 

I, however don't agree with the senate amendments to the draft bill and ask you work to see the 
Senate passes your Bill or that a middle ground is reached. I would have it that the legislation simply 
honored the exemptions and allowed the ferry service to sail as originally planned by exempting it 
from HRS 343.

I will not be available to submit in-person comments; however, I would like to speak out in support of 
the Hawaii Superferry, which I believe will offer a competitively priced alternative for inter-island 
travel. Especially in light of the recent allegations made against the carrier driving down inter-island 
flight prices, I am worried that those deeply discounted prices we are now enjoying will disappear and 
prices for flights will increase to beyond where they were before the fare wars. As a single 
professional traveler, I would be able to pay those prices, but what is to say that lower-income 
travelers and those with families would be able to as well? Higher prices could keep them from 
visiting family and loved ones on our neighbor islands, and that would be a shame. 

I also feel that a large portion of the protesters of the Superferry are doing it not based on an 
informed position, but by preying on people's concerns for the environment in these Al Gore, Nobel 
Peace Prize times.
