What do you hope to accomplish during your term of service? | would like to
assist the other members with reviewing licensure applications, developing
needed rules and regulations, and reviewing the continuing competency
requirement recently enacted.

Name three qualities that best describe you and how these qualities will benefit
the Board. | am consistent, calm, and conscientious in my review and decision-
making. | also take seriously my role in receiving state funding for nursing
education. | feel a real responsibility to the tax-payers and students that apply for
and enter our programs.

Name a previous experience you've had that will be beneficial as a Board
member. While attending a BON meeting in July, a continuing education



credential was being reviewed. | suggested that American Nurse’s Association
did not recognize the organization providing the credential as a continuing
education provider. Therefore, the credential should not be recognized. The
board members agreed and the request was declined.

(8) Can you foresee any possible conflicts of interest that could arise during your
service on the Board? How would you overcome conflicts of interest? The only
possible conflict of interest | could see would be if someone | knew were being
investigated for a NPA violation or other criminal offense. If I felt | could not
remain impartial to the proceedings, | would ask to be recused from the discussion
and decision-making.
